All your images should be submitted as RGB JPGs of 1600px on the longer side, on 72dpi, filenamed as L_YOURLASTNAME.jpg (example: L_PARR01.jpg, L_PARR02.jpg), to a maximum of 20 images per project. 
Your images must have an EXIF properly captioned with title, artist, description, year, and copyright. The EXIF secures that your image will always be attributed to you. To edit your images EXIF, check free resources like the ones listed on this website, or use Photoshop (File > File info). Hi-res versions of your files won’t be requested, unless you are shortlisted. You will be requested to supply these via DropBox, WeTransfer, or similar in early April. Failing this, your submission may be deemed unacceptable and you will lose your chance to be part of the project. 
All your hi-res images should be shared with us as RGB TIFFs of 2362px on the longer side, on 300dpi, filenamed as H_YOURLASTNAME.jpg (example: H_PARR01.jpg, H_PARR02.jpg), to a maximum of 20 images. Note: You can reduce the file size of TIFFs by saving these with JPG compression. Please, make sure they also have the right EXIF information.
