· Artists who have been selected before are welcome to apply because New Irish Works is project-focused. Thus, new projects are expected in such cases.
· Please read the below requirements well ahead of submission time, so if you have any questions, you give us the chance to address them in a timely manner. Late submissions will not be considered due to technical or other issues if they were not addressed ahead of time.

IMAGE REQUIREMENTS
All your images should be submitted as RGB JPGs of 1600px on the longer side, on 72dpi, filenamed as L_YOURLASTNAME.jpg (example: L_PARR01.jpg, L_PARR02.jpg), to a maximum of 20 images per project. Your images must have an EXIF properly captioned with title, artist, description, year, and copyright. The EXIF secures that your image will always be attributed to you. To edit your images EXIF, check free resources like the ones listed on this website, or use Photoshop (File > File info).

Hi-res versions of your files won’t be requested unless you are selected. You will be requested to supply these via DropBox, WeTransfer, or similar in Feb-Mar 2022. All your hi-res images should be shared with us as RGB TIFFs of 2362px on the longer side, on 300dpi, filenamed as H_YOURLASTNAME.jpg (example: H_PARR01.jpg, H_PARR02.jpg), to a maximum of 20 images. Note: You can reduce the file size of TIFFs by saving these with JPG compression. 
Please, make sure they also have the right EXIF information.




VIDEO REQUIREMENTS
If submitting a video, just paste a link to a Vimeo, Youtube or any other service. Please remember to supply a password if it is protected.

TERMS & CONDITIONS
The call is open to artists based in Ireland (of all nationalities) and Irish artists developing their practice abroad. Work submitted must be currently in production, or have been completed from 2019 onwards.

PhotoIreland shall not be held responsible for any late submissions or technical problems in the submission phase. If for some reason you do not receive a confirmation within 7 days, please contact us.

All selected artists will be provided with an agreement and contract to sign following the selection and ahead of any publications or exhibitions. All selected artists will be paid for their participation.

If selected, you agree to allow us to print and distribute your images in order to promote your work within the context of New Irish Works, PhotoIreland and PhotoIreland Festival events, in Ireland and abroad, and you agree to be part of the accompanying promotional publications (catalogues). Your images will be included in the New Irish Works press pack and shared with a number of national and international media. Any other and future use of the material shall depend on the approval of the authors.

We cannot enter into discussions with individual artists in relation to the results of the selections. If you are seeking feedback for your practice or project, you are welcome to book a consultancy session online.

PhotoIreland will provide the exhibition space for the main launch of New Irish Works 2022 and any consequent New Irish Works exhibitions. PhotoIreland will cover the production of the artworks for the Dublin group installation and the solo exhibitions at The Library Project. The final decision related to selection and presentation of exhibited images and the hanging will be made by PhotoIreland.

Though not mandatory, all artworks are advised to be available for sale. PhotoIreland will take a 40% commission for each sale. Whenever selling the works abroad, PhotoIreland will take 50% commission.
