IMAGE REQUIREMENTS
All your images should be submitted in two formats:

1. Low-Res: As RGB JPGs of 2000px on the longer side, on 72dpi, filenamed as L_YOURLASTNAME.jpg (example: L_PARR01.jpg, L_PARR02.jpg), to a maximum of 20 images per project.

2. High-Res: As the Open Programme will be shared with media partners, they require hi-res versions of your files for printing purposes. Please supply these via DropBox, WeTransfer, or similar. All your hi-res images should be shared with us as RGB TIFFs of 2000px on the longer side, on 300dpi, filenamed as H_YOURLASTNAME.jpg (example: H_PARR01.jpg, H_PARR02.jpg), to a maximum of 20 images. If these are not supplied, they cannot be included in the press kit. PhotoIreland Festival is not responsible for pursuing these files from the submitting individual/group

Your images must have an EXIF properly captioned with title, artist, description, year, and copyright. The EXIF secures that your image will always be attributed to you. To edit your images EXIF use Photoshop (File > File info).
